Three little words you often see
Are ARTICLES: a, an, and the.

A NOUN's the name of anything,
As: school or garden, toy, or swing.

ADJECTIVES tell the kind of noun,
As: great, small, pretty, white, or brown.

VERBS tell of something being done: (doing words)
To read, write, count, sing, jump, or run.

ADVERBS tell us how things are done 
eg: slowly, quickly, badly, well.
normally ending in …..ly

CONJUNCTIONS join the words together,
As: men and women, wind or weather.

The PREPOSITION stands before a noun as: 
in or through a door.

The INTERJECTION shows surprise
As: Oh, how pretty! Ah! how wise!

A PRONOUN can function as a noun, as:
As: I, you, she, it, this

Word endings
-se is the verb –ce is the noun

The word pairs complement/compliment and complementary/complimentary are pronounced identically, hence the confusion in spelling. Just remember that complement with an E means "to complete" or "to enhance," while compliment with an I means "to praise" and complimentary means "free."

Affect is chiefly used as a verb and its main meaning is ‘to influence or make a difference to’.
Effect, on the other hand, is used both as a noun and a verb, although is more commonly used as a noun. As a noun it means ‘a result or an influence’

Its and it’s

Its means it belongs to someone, e.g. The elephant is over there, its trunk is big
